INSTRUCTIONS FOR ENABLING THE SIBELIUS SPEAKING PLUG INS BY HAND.

Your task is to enable the Sibelius plug in called WriteScoreDataToIniFile. You actually enable it, by assigning a keyboard shortcut to it. Basically, you will be assigning the letter Z, to the WriteScoreDataToIniFile plug in. In this document, you will be given exact procedures on how to do this. The procedures will be divided into 3 tasks. 

1. Finding a document named Number Sibelius Plugins.txt.

2. In the Number Sibelius Plugins document you will find what plug in number Sibelius has assigned to the WriteScoreDataToIniFile plug in.

3. In Sibelius' Menus and Shortcuts dialog, you will assign the letter Z, to the plug in number that you discovered Sibelius assigned to the WriteScoreDataToIniFile plug in.

Task 1. Finding out what Plug in number Sibelius has assigned to the WriteScoreDataToIniFile plug in.

1. To find out what plug in number has been assigned to the WriteScoreDataToIniFile plug in, you must look in a document named, Number Sibelius Plugins.txt. In that document, all Sibelius' plug ins are listed. You will be searching for the plug in named  WriteScoreDataToIniFile. When you find it, you will see that it equals a particular number. This is the number that Sibelius has assigned to the plug in. 

2. You will find the file named Number Sibelius Plugins.txt, in Sibelius' Scores folder. The Scores folder is inside the My Documents folder. The path to the Scores folder would be My Documents\Scores\Number Sibelius Plugins.txt.  So, here's the exact procedure for finding and opening the file named, Number Sibelius Plugin.

A. Open the Start menu and arrow to Documents. Then Right Arrow to open its sub menu.

B. At the top of the sub menu should be My Documents. If not, arrow to My Documents. When you're on My Documents, press ENTER.

C. Press the letter S, until you hear Scores. Then press ENTER to open the Scores folder. 

D. Now press the letter N, until you hear Number Sibelius plug ins. Then press ENTER to open it.

Task 2. Finding out the number of the WriteScoreDataToIniFile plug in.

1. In the Number Sibelius Plugins document, Press the down arrow key until you hear WriteScoreDataToIniFile.

2. When you find it, JAWS will tell you what number that plug in equals. For instance, JAWS might say, WriteScoreDataToIniFile=20. This number, is the number of the plug in. Memorize that number. Then close the document.

Task 3. Assigning the letter Z, to the particular number of the plug in that you found WriteScoreDataToIniFile was given.
1. Now that you know the number of the WriteScoreDataToIniFile plug in, we will give an an example of assigning the letter Z, to plug in 20. You will be assigning that shortcut, in the Sibelius dialog called, Menus and Shortcuts. This dialog is found in the Preferences sub menu, of the Sibelius' File menu. Here's how to open the Menus and Shortcuts dialog.

A. In Sibelius, turn num lock key off. This is essential.

B. Open the File menu with Alt then F, then Arrow Up to Preferences.

C. Right Arrow to open the Preferences sub menu. Then Down Arrow to menus and Shortcuts. Then press ENTER, to open the Menus and Shortcuts dialog.

2. Now, with the Menus and Shortcuts dialog open, here's an example of assigning the letter Z, to Plug in 20.

A. When the Menus and Shortcuts dialog opens, you will be in a list box called, Menu or Category. So press the Letter P, until you hear Plug ins.

B. TAB once to the Feature list box. Then press the letter P, until you hear Plug in 20.

C. TAB around 5 times until you reach the ADD button. Then press it with the SPACE bar. The Add Keyboard Shortcut dialog will open. You will be in its edit field, where you can type the shortcut.

D. Press the letter Z. This will assign the letter Z, to Plug in 20. Now we have to press the OK button. But this has to be done with the JAWS cursor, because if you TAB to the OK button, Sibelius will think that you want the TAB key to be the hotkey for Plug in 20. Exact Instructions for how to press the OK button with the JAWS cursor will be given below. But let's assume that you have pressed the OK button. In that case, the Add Keyboard shortcut dialog will close, and you will return to the Menus and Shortcuts dialog.

E. Turn the PC cursor on, TAB to the OK button, and press ENTER. That's it. You have enabled your plug in. It's no longer necessary for you to enable it from the Test or Configure Sibelius dialog.

4. Now back to how to press the OK button in the Add Keyboard Shortcuts dialog using the JAWS cursor. Remember, the first thing we did was to turn the num lock key off, right? OK, with num lock having been turned off from the beginning of the process, we're going to turn on the JAWS cursor, and use only the down arrow and the right arrow to get to the OK button. It's absolutely essential that you use only the down arrow, and the right arrow. So, after you typed the letter Z, here's how to press the OK button in the Add Keyboard Shortcut dialog.

A. Once you have typed Z, then route JAWS to PC, by pressing numpad Insert+ numpad dash.

B. Down arrow once or twice, until JAWS says Cancel Button, OK button. Again, only use the down arrow to get there.

C. Now, using only the right arrow, press the right arrow until you hear that you are on the OK button. Again, it's absolutely essential you do not use any other key except the right arrow. 

D. Now press the OK button with the JAWS cursor, by doing a left mouse click. To do this, just press Num pad slash. Thats the key at the top of the num pad, second from the left.

E. Now that you have pressed the OK button, the Add keyboard Shortcut dialog will close. And you will return to the Menus and Shortcuts dialog. Turn  on the PC cursor, by pressing Num pad plus. After that, tab to the OK button and press ENTER. That's it.
